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In this week's Parshah, Moses receives instructions ( n1x11) on how to build a special
"house" for G-d, called the mishkan (;o2»). This is where G-d's presence will dwell and
where the Jews will be able to perform services (a°opv Tw%) for G-d. It was the original
synagogue (no1> n°2) —in fact, our synagogues today are modeled after (>nix 237), and in
place of, the mishkan of old.
G-d gives Moses detailed instructions (nwa97 mx17) on how to build the mishkan (also
called the Sanctuary), so that it could travel (¥11%) with the Jews in the desert ( 1a73). All
the objects in the mishkan had rings attached (nn2172 nvaw) so poles (v1) could be put
inside with which to carry that vessel(?,12°p °22).
There was an inner chamber (»°19 ®n) in the back, divided (p>11) with a beautiful woven
curtain (21X 1177), that contained (2°277) an ark (72°n) made of gold (2:7) and wood (vy),
covered with gold and two cherubim (897 /3195)—figures (n»7) of angel-children (2279
0°oK%n). In the ark were the two tablets (man®w) that G-d gave Moses at Mount Sinai.
In the main room (>wx" 2717), they were to build a table to hold the special bread( an®
0°1977), a menorah (77 candelabra) of pure gold that would be lit (7°xn) by every day, and
a square altar (¥a1n nam) on which to bring the ketoret (nm1wp)-the sacrifice (7732 .12,
made of spices (o°1°22n).
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The mishkan itself (vaxva) had three walls ( mio7 w12w) made out ( o wy) of forty-eight
(48) wooden boards ( yy» o'nown) that clicked (Y pi7) into one another, and was
covered(o0n) with tapestries (2°p mvw) and curtains (M%) made of skins(m=w) . The
fourth wall was an entranceway(570°15 21pn) covered (70157) by a woven curtain(,ax 117°)
Surrounding (7°p») the whole mishkan was a courtyard(axm).
Beezrat Hashem- let us all see again in those days the rise of our 3th Mishkan!
